
 

In Reading, we will be using a selection of non-fiction texts to develop a positive attitude to 

reading and improve the ability to understand what has been read using clues within the 

text.  We will be using our reading skills to research facts about Great Britain in order to 

support our writing.  

 

In writing we will be producing non-chronological reports based on Great Britain and in turn 

create our own class travel guide and later in the term we will return to poetry and fictional 

writing.   Our punctuation and grammar will continue to build on the key skills learnt so far 

this year – expanded noun phrases, prepositions, fronted adverbials and a range of sentence 

types.    We will continue to work on spellings from the year 3 / 4 spelling list and our 

weekly spellings.   
 

Year 3  
In maths this term, we shall start off by looking at measurement using money. Year 3 will be 

learning to add and subtract amounts of money in order to give change, using both £ and p in a 

practical context. Following on from this, we shall be looking at statistics. Year 3 will be 

interpreting and presenting data using bar charts, pictograms and tables and solving one and 

two step questions using information presented in scaled bar charts, pictograms and tables. 

 Year 4  

In Year 4, they will be learning to estimate. Compare and calculate different measures 

including money in pounds and pence. Following this, Year 4 will be doing statistics, where they 

will be interpreting and presenting discrete and continuous data using appropriate graphical 

methods, including bar charts and time graphs and other graphs. 
 

 

   

Living things and Their Habitats 

This term we will be looking at how to 

recognise that living things can be grouped 

in a variety of ways.  We shall be exploring 

and using classification keys to help group, 

identify and name a variety of living things 

in their local and wider environment. We 

shall also be learning to recognise that some 

environments can change and that this can 

sometimes pose dangers to living things – in 

Britain and around the world – such as 

deforestation.

We will be listening and responding to the 
story 'Les Quatre Amis' (The Four Friends).

In computing, we will be 

developing our understanding of 

opening, saving and retrieving 

documents as well as how to use 

the internet for research.  We 

will be using computers to 

publish our writing in a variety of 

ways.   

 

We will look to name and locate countries and 

cities of the United Kingdom.  We will also 

look at geographical regions and their 

identifying human and physical 

characteristics.  We will study a region – 

Hampshire – looking at changes over time and  

undertake a survey as to how and why people 

settled in the local area.
