
 

 
Using the stimulus of Dragons, the children are going to read a range of different texts and 
books and discussing how the presentation and language choices affect the meaning.  
Using what we have read, we will then continue to plan, draft and write a range of texts 
and edit and improve them to ensure correct use of grammar and vocabulary. We will 
apply this to writing an explanation text based on what we have learnt about dragons.  
When writing, the children will be using expanded noun phrases to describe and inform in 
a clear, concise manner. After writing, children will be editing their work and paying 
careful attention to indicate grammatical and other features by using commas to clarify 
meaning or avoid ambiguity in writing.  

 
 
We will start the term by continuing our geometry unit and learning about angles; how to measure 
them and their relationship with 2D shapes. Next, we will be doing statistics and data handling. 
Pupils will learn how to interoperate different representations of data before collecting and 
presenting their own data which will be followed by problems solving and reasoning. 
 
While year 5 head off to Wick Court Farm, year 6  will be continuing and consolidating our 
knowledge of the KS2 curriculum, with a focus on increasing pace and fluency of written 
methods for arithmetic and working on applying knowledge to reason and solve problems. 

 
In science, we are going to be exploring 
inheritance and evolution. We will 
consider how fossils have enables us to 
have a better understanding of the past 
and   how mutation and natural selection 
enables species to adapt to changing 
conditions over time.  
 

 
 
 

Geography focus this half term. 
 

 
In Art we will be developing our 3D skills by 
creating group Chinese inspired dragons. We 
will be designing our dragons and combining 
different materials to make it. 

Art focus this half term. 

Pupils will be learning to name the planets in 
French. They will construct sentences using 
verbs, nouns, adjectives and qualifying 
adverbs and will use the language creatively 
to make a written presentation in a booklet. 

 

In PE we will be developing our gymnastic skills 
by combining actions, shapes and balances into 
sequences. 
 
In games we will be developing our athletics skills in 
order to prepare for our Sports Day. 

We will be using control 
technology to design a 
security system to protect a 
dragon egg. 

In geography, we will be looking at a range of 
maps and physical features to learn about the 
different habitats and getting children to think 
about the advantages and disadvantages animals 
face when living in these different environments. 
 

This term we will be exploring the 
use of music in advertising and films 
and how it can enhance the visual 
experience.  Composition work will 
include writing our own ‘jingle’ and 
music to accompany a silent movie. 

In RE we will be studying Easter and 
developing an understanding of the 
symbolism of Easter, as well as the 
beliefs that lie behind it. We will look 
at the story of Lazarus and the effect 
of the resurrection.
