
 

 
In writing, we will be looking at writing our own non chronological reports about 
an imaginary animal inspired by the book ‘The Illustrated book of Ugly animals’. 
Children will look at the structure and features of such a text, such as the formal 
language, use of possessive apostrophes, the correct use of determiners a and an 
and consolidating their use of conjunctions and fronted adverbials.  
 
We will continue with our daily spellings which follow the 3/4 spelling rules and 
included the statutory list of words. There will be weekly tests.  
 
In reading, we will be looking at a range of Anthony Browne books and using them 
to practice our skills of predicting, summarizing, inferring, clarifying, asking 
questions, evaluating and making connections.  

 

In maths, we will begin by revisiting our work on fractions to make sure children have retained 

previous learning and are confident with the many different processes. 

 

Next, we will be learning about measures. First we will explore length, mass and capacity by 

measuring different amounts and reading scales. Then we will learn how to convert between 

different amounts, for examples than 500g is the same as 0.5kg. Finally, we will be learning 

how to use the four operations to solve measurement problems.  

 

Later in the summer term, we will be looking at statistics and how we can read and interpret 

data from tally charts and bar graphs. We will be using the information to ask questions. 

Finally, we will be collecting our own data in which we use to create our own tables. 

 
Our science topic will be learning about plants. 
We will be understanding the different types 
of plants and what they need to grow, 
including conducting some of our own 
investigations to see how they grow under 
different conditions.  
 
Next, we will be dissecting flowers to learn 
about the different parts and their roles. We 
will be linking this to our topic, ‘Rivers’ and 
looking at why and how things grow along a 
river bank.  

This term will have a 
geography focus.  
 

         

 
In art, we will be creating collages based on our 
rivers topic. We will be exploring different 
textures, patterns and materials to see what 
gives the best effect. 
 
We will also be analyzing our own and others 
work, and seeking feedback so that we can 
improve upon our art skills.  

This term will have an art focus. 

 
We are learning about animals through the 
music of French composer 'Saint-Saens'. We will 
also be revising numbers and learning to tell the 
time on the hour. 

 
 
In PE, we will be doing dance. Influenced by 
our topic, ‘Rivers’, we will be looking at fluid 
movements and how we can show the water 
cycle through different movements.   Children 
will have the chance to sequence and perform 
their own dances too.  
 
In outdoor PE, we will be doing athletics. We 
will start by looking at running techniques, 
and then throwing and jumping.  

We will begin with an E-safety unit which 
will remind us all how to stay safe online 
and use the internet carefully.  
 
Next, we will be using different 
multimedia tools such as word and 
publisher, to look at how we can present 
our work and use computers for writing 
and graphics.  

 

 
       First, we will be improving our locational 

knowledge by looking at maps and atlases 
and identifying where there are rivers.  

       
      Next, we will be looking at the different 

parts of rivers and their features such as 
the source and the mouth. We will also 
look at how towns and cities were often 
built around rivers and how they provide 
for us.
