
 

  
 In maths this half term we will be reviewing our understanding of place value and extending it to 
focus on the value of numbers up to 1 million as well as decimals. We will also work on rounding 
numbers to the nearer 10, 100, 1000 and 100000. We will be reviewing the four operations, 
ensuring we fully understand the concepts, through the use of concrete resources and pictorial 
representations. As well as becoming more fluent in solving calculations, we will continue to apply 
our understanding to a wide range or problem solving and reasoning tasks. Finally, we will continue 
to work on our mental maths, ensuring we fully embed our strategies as well as learning new ones. 

 

We will be learning about properties 
and changes of materials. We will 
conduct hardness tests as well as 
planning and conducting experiments 
around solubility of materials. Finally, 
we will look at mixtures and 
reversible and irreversible changes.

In Modern Foreign Languages, we will be 
finding out about eating in France and 
using appropriate questions, replies and 
gestures when eating meals at home and 
eating out.
